Thank you for enquiring about membership to the Perrins Owners Club.

The objective of the club is to draw together a record of this gun making families’ work, and to make the details and photographs available to the other members and any one else who is interested. 

We want it to be a personal page, so please enclose a photograph of yourself holding your gun, and any other photos showing the makers name and address if possible, the locking mechanism, the Damascus barrel pattern if appropriate and any other features that you think are interesting.

Membership is free and the only qualifying requirement is that you own a gun made by one of the Perrins family at Worcester.

None of your personal details will be published on the web site except your name, county and country. If you wish we will withhold your second name and just use the first letter to distinguish you from other members.

Any enquiries about your gun(s) will be forwarded to you via the web site e-mail address and it is entirely up to you if you wish to reply.

The photographs of your gun need to be in a jpg format and ideally of approximately 1 MB in size.  If they are not of this format or quality still attach them and we will see what we can use. You may need to send photos attached to different e-m’s as 10MB would appear to be the maximum size many servers can accommodate at one time.

Tips on photographs.

1. Have a photograph taken of you holding your gun – get the person taking the photograph to get in fairly close, say from the waist up, so we can see the gun as well as you. If it is black powder and you can get a flame and smoke so much the better but be warned this can take many shots. Otherwise just a posed or action photo would be great but look as though you are enjoying yourself!!.

2. When photographing the gun in detail get in close but make sure the focus is on the bit you are trying to capture. Try to use a neutral background, not too light or dark as this can affect exposure. The best light is outside and overcast, not too difficult to find in the UK!!. Sunny days will give too much contrast and a flash will give unpleasant reflections which can ruin the shot.

3. When photographing engraving detail and the Perrins name the angle of the light is critical. Move your position and tilt the gun slowly to find the best position to show up the detail. This may take a little time and experimentation but the result will be worth it. Try different days when the light may be slightly different.

4. The things you should be thinking of are…..

a. A close up view of either side of the action (closed) showing opening leaver and engraving.

b. A close up of action open to show the locking mechanism (not muzzle loaders!)

c. A shot of the stock and butt plate.

d. A shot of the name and address if appropriate on the rib.

c. A close up of the barrel to show the Damascus pattern.

d. Anything else which makes your gun a bit different such as cases or unusual detail.

4. Other toys and interests.

We can add anything of interest – Other guns are great but please send specific details of make and calibre to identify each shot. Don’t forget to add some detail of other interests as it will add to the overall site.
